Remember that this is a review of material that you (should)
already know from Spanish I, 11, 1ll, & IV; you’re not learning new material! A lot of words are cognates.

When you return to school in August and enter Spanish V, you will be quizzed on the information contained in
this packet. The more that you study this summer, the better that you will do on those Review Quizzes, and the
better prepared that you will be when you start the course. Study hard!
